Objective: As per the prescribed syllabus of Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University. Amravati. 

1. To create awareness in the students about small business ideas. 

2. To study the different projects under their natural conditions 

3. To understand the dos and dont’s while doing business. 

4.  To create awareness about disaster management. 

Venue: SRPF Camp Group No. 9, Chandur railway Road, Amravati. 

Tour Highlights: 

Department of Botany and Zoology has collaboratively organized a one-day study tour 

under Satpuda Nature’s Club and Biological Society under IQAC for B.Sc. I, II and III year 

students as per the prescribed syllabus of Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University. The study tour 

was taken to SRPF camp group 9, Amravati on 10 December 2022. In SRPF camp the different 

projects is undergoing under title ‘UDAN’ which is run by the housewives of the working officers 

as their side business. Under UDAN they have started the projects like Mushroom Cultivation. 

Students got practical knowledge of growing mushroom on a large scale as it is highly 

proteinaceous and good for vegetarians. As it requires less investment it could be a good side 

business for the students. It only requires paddy, polythene bags, spawns, fungicide, formalin, and 

a sterilized room. One bag of paddy can give approximately 2-3 kgs of mushroom which can be 

sold for around 340/- per kg. The second project was the cultivation of different species of lotus. 

The edible rhizome of the lotus is rich in protein and nutrients which can be sold at higher prices. 
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One species of lotus of thousands petal was seen by students whose single rhizome costs up to 

5000/- Rs. 

The third project is poultry farming. Commercial poultry feeding is a highly perfected 

science that ensures a maximum intake of energy for growth and fat production. High-quality and 

well-balanced protein sources produce a maximum amount of muscle, organ, skin, 

and feather growth. The essential minerals produce bones and eggs, with about 3 to 4 percent of 

the live bird being composed of minerals and 10 percent of the 

egg. Calcium, phosphorus, sodium, chlorine, potassium, sulfur, manganese, iron, copper, cobalt, 

magnesium, and zinc are all required. Vitamins A, C, D, E, and K and all of the B vitamins are 

also required. Antibiotics are widely used to stimulate appetite, control harmful bacteria, and 

prevent disease. 

The fourth ongoing project is apiculture. Apiculture is the practice of keeping bees and 

manufacturing honey and beeswax. Or, The raising and care of bees for commercial or agricultural 

purposes. Students got a deep knowledge of the beehives, their parts and their functions for honey 

production and extraction. As honey has many uses such as in food, as medicine, in cosmetics it 

is also used in agriculture for different purposes. 

The team from the SRPF is actively working on Disaster Management through different 

workshops. The detail information about the management and rescue teams was given by PI 

Kalsarpe Sir.  

For this visit the permission was taken from Mr. Rakesh Kalasagar Commandant of SRPF. 

Detailed information about the ongoing projects was given to the students by Mrs. Tasnim Amin 

Patel (President of Udan projects).  The arrangements and continuous support was done by
